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As a parent of four chil-
dren under the age of 
eight years old, I am 
very experienced in 
answering endless 
questions. Why is the 
sky blue? Why are the 
trees turning red and 
yellow? When will we 
be home? When can 
we eat? Where does 
God live? Can he see 
me? What are you do-
ing? The list is endless! 
If we are honest with 
ourselves, it is some-
times maddening. 

 

However, it is impera-
tive that we not make 
it a habit to ignore the 
questions of our chil-
dren and grandchil-
dren. Through the 
questioning process, 
they are learning much 
about the world 
around them. This is 
especially true in the 
realm of Biblical moral-
ity and truth. The an-
swers that they receive 

(or don’t receive) dur-
ing the impressionable 
years of youth will 
greatly impact on their 
subsequent worldview 
development. As a fa-
ther and pastor, this is 
personally an area of 
utmost importance. So, 
I want to pose some 
questions to you. Who 
is answering the ques-
tions that your children 
have about God? 
Where are they getting 
their information 
about creation and the 
age of the Earth? What 
are they learning about 
the origins of man? 
When they ask ques-
tions about God’s word 
and their environment, 
are they being pro-
vided answers from 
Scripture? Notice the 
following: 
 
But sanctify the Lord 
God in your hearts: 
and be ready always 
to give an answer to 
every man that asketh 

you a reason of the 
hope that is in you 
with meekness and 
fear: - (1Pe 3:15 KJV) 

 

We are mandated to 
be ready to answer 
when asked about the 
reason of the hope 
that is in us. Does this 
not extend to ques-
tions about life and the 
world around us? 
Sometimes we limit 
this verse to the doc-
trines of grace that we 
hold dear as the Lord’s 
church. Certainly, we 
should be prepared 
when asked about the 
sovereignty of God or 
the preservation of the 
saints and so forth. 

Are We Ready to Answer?

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But there is much more to God’s 
word than doctrinal basics or 
the handful of articles of faith 
that we adhere to as a church 
body. I submit that all questions 
relevant to our lives as disciples 
of Christ are assumed in Peter’s 
directive in the above verse. 
 

Are you answering the questions 
that your children or grandchil-
dren have about the world from 
the perspective that God is ac-
tive in every aspect of his crea-
tion? When questions are asked 
about Biology, Anthropology, 
and History are you giving an-
swers based on God’s word or 
are you allowing to 'secular' 
teachers to respond? God Al-
mighty is the creator of every-
thing living, so we need to teach 
our children this timeless truth. 
He is also the originator of man 
and History is His story. Thus, all 
of our teaching should be 

founded upon the word of God. 
 

If you ignore the questions that 
are asked, someone else will 
gladly answer them, albeit incor-
rectly. Our 
children are 
constantly 
bombarded 
with error at 
school, from 
their peers, 
and from the mainstream me-
dia. This is unavoidable. How-
ever, it is imperative to remem-
ber that you are your child’s pri-
mary teacher. God has placed 
you in that role as a parent. Do 
not delegate this authority to 
anyone else. Your son or daugh-
ter might be enrolled in public 
school, private school, or a 
Christian school. Those that 
school their children at home 
must be vigilant as well. This 
avenue of education does not 

give you a 'free pass' to neglect 
the timeless truths of God's 
word. Whoever instructs or in-
fluences them in any of these 
environments are not of greater 

influence or impor-
tance than you. Ulti-
mately, God holds you 
accountable for the 
teaching of your chil-
dren. Be ready to an-
swer!
